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Don't become
a victim of

Consumers Union, publishers of
Consumer Reports, estimates that
more than 100,000 Americans
are victims of home equity loan
fraud every year.

Protecting Your Social Security Number

Never give your SSN (Social Security number), account numbers,
passwords, mother’s maiden name, birth date, PIN (personal
identification number), or personal information over the phone,
unless you initiated the call.

- Ask, “Why do you need it?”
- Don’t put your SSN on your driver’s license.

- Don’t carry your Social Security card in your wallet or
pocketbook unless you need it that day.

- Never use the last four
digits of your SSN as a
PIN.

- Don’t let store clerks
write your SSN on
checks as identification.

- Don’t have your SSN
preprinted on checks.

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QUESTION BOX

Do I face any risk as a credit
union member?

Federal credit union (FCU)
members invest in and
become owners of their FCU
by placing funds in savings,
checking or share certificate
accounts.

A federal credit union (FCU)
member, as an owner-
shareholder, does not face
the same risk or loss as a
shareholder of a for-profit
corporation or a partner in a
partnership.

The National Credit Union
Share Insurance Fund
nsures up to $250,000 per
qualifying account. If an FCU
becomes 1nsolvent or closes,
members are not at risk of
losing any insured funds.

I'm a joint owner of my
husband’s account. Does that
mean [ am automatically a
member of Beaver Valley
FCU?

Being a joint owner on your
husband’s account does not
constitute membership in the
credit union. Joint member-
ship does, however, entitle
you to transact business on
that account. To be a mem-
ber you must have a savings
account in your name.

Q. What do ‘APR’ and ‘APY’
mean?

A. APR stands for annual
percentage rate. This
1s the price you pay per
dollar, per year for the
credit you use. The lower
the APR, the better the
credit bargain. Is a loan
with lower stated interest
rate, but high fees, a better
deal than one with a higher
stated rate and low fees?
APR calculations allow you
to quickly find the answer.

APY is annual
percentage yield. APY
1s the yardstick for the
interest being paid on
savings accounts or
certificates. The higher
the APY, the more money
you'll earn on your savings.
It, too, helps you make
accurate comparisons
between savings options.

Q. Is there a penalty if I repay
my loan ahead of schedule?

A.  Absolutely not! Unlike
many financial institutions,
your credit union does not
penalize an early payoff. In
fact, we encourage you to
repay your loan before the
end of the term — it saves
you interest!
